Margaret River is fast developing widespread 
attention for creating very elegant and quite 
exciting shiraz. Typically rich and elegant, 
Churchview Estate’s Shiraz are gaining a 
reputation of being first class. The 2007 has 
intense aromas of dark blackcurrants, ripe 
plums, chocolate, coconuts, white pepper, bay 
leaf and other eastern spices. The clever use of 
French and American oak compliments the fruit 
aroma of this wine by providing some smoky 
overtones and cedar nuances. The palate is full 
of ripe fruit, yet still exists as an elegant style 
of wine. 
Enjoy with wattle and spice coated lamb served 
with creamy julienne potatoes.
